 First Aid Station # 2 Scenario

Read this information prior to handing to team.
Start clock when this information is handed to team.

PROBLEM SCENERIO

A mine electrician and his helper were in the process of replacing burnt out light bulbs throughout the mine office and plant.  The helper was just leaving, to go and get some additional light bulbs, when the electrician began climbing a ten foot aluminum ladder to change out a light bulb at the top of a stair well.  Before the helper got very far he heard the electrician scream.  The lights in the stair well dimmed and the helper heard a thud, a crash, a several other thuds.  The helper rushed back to the electrician who had fallen off the ladder.  The ladder was tipped over and the electrician was also now down 2 flights of steps.  

The helper notified the mine rescue first aid team.  You are the first to arrive on the scene. The electrician is lying supine (face up) and bright red blood is spurting from his left arm.  The electrician helper also tells you that the electrician has been drifting in and out of consciousness.
The electrician helper has all of the proper BSI on and can assist you in any way you explicitly instruct him to.  2 other bystanders are also available.  They also have all of the proper BSI on & can assist you in any way you explicitly instruct them to.
Treat and prepare for transportation.
Paramedics will arrive in 30 minutes to relieve you.

You will also be given notice when they are two minutes away.
JUDGING GUIDELINES

· Some possible responses to team member’s questions.

· Team initial contact with patient.
· Scene is safe.

· Knowing that the patient fell.

· A team member should take support of the head immediately.
· Patient is unconscious.

· Help has been called.

· You can not see anything in patient’s mouth.

· Patient is breathing.

· Patient does have a pulse.

· After the pulse has been checked.
· Profuse bleeding should be checked for.

· Problem stated that patient has profuse bleeding.

· A team member should place hand over 4” wound on left upper arm, immediately after checking pulse.  IE visibly checking for profuse bleeding (Rule A 14)
· First bandage

· Wound is still bleeding.

· Second bandage

· Wound is still bleeding.

· Elevation of arm could be performed.

· Wound is still bleeding.

· Pressure point is compressed.

· Bleeding has stopped. 
· If pressure point is released.

· Bleeding has greatly slowed down, but is starting to increase. (also added bleeding stopped if pressure bandage applied) 
· Once the secondary survey is completed the pressure point can be successfully released.
· Primary survey is now complete and at this time one team member is holding head support, one team member is holding the pressure point, and one team member will start on the secondary survey.

· As the secondary survey is carried out, the following injuries can be identified.
· Neck (none observed)

· Head, 2nd degree burn to right ear, including behind ear.
· Head, 1-1/2” long x 1/8” piece of wood protruding from left eye.
· No action can be taken on these injuries yet. (rule A 31   Work other than taking support or controlling bleeding during secondary survey.)
· (the ruling was that as long as the secondary survey continued then the injuries could be done as found and in any order 

· Chest, abdominal area, lower back, pelvic area, genital area (none observed)

· Right leg, badly bruised & swollen right ankle (broken).
· Team must (rule E 5  , fractures need to be supported until properly splinted) decide ankle needs supported and support can be performed.  Can ask bystander to hold support. 
· Left leg, broken lower leg, bones protruding.
· Team MUST (rule E 5  Failure to support fractures/dislocations until properly splinted.) support this fracture.  Can ask a bystander to hold support. 

· Right arm, burn to right hand including fingers.
· No action can be taken on this injury yet.    (rule A 31   Work other than taking support or controlling bleeding during secondary survey)

· Left arm, 2” cut on left forearm.
· No action can be taken on this injury yet.    (rule A 31   Work other than taking support or controlling bleeding during secondary survey)

· Left arm, dislocated ring finger.
· Team MUST (rule E 5  Failure to support fractures/dislocations until properly splinted) support this fracture.  Can ask a bystander to hold support.
· Back surfaces (none observed)
· Secondary survey is now complete
· Head, pressure point, left lower leg, left ring finger, and right ankle will all have someone supporting or controlling bleeding. (5) (unless above injuries were treated)
· Now that the secondary survey is complete, any and all wounds and injuries can be addressed. (bleeding of left upper arm will be controlled if pressure is released)
· 3rd degree burn to right hand is a 1st priority (MNM modules).

· Isolate fingers with cloth.  Bandage wound.  Cover dressing is also required (D 2).
· Left eye
· Cup over injured eye, right eye also gets covered.
· When the wrap for the eye injury gets applied, the 2nd degree burn to the right ear could also be addressed.  (must place cloth behind this ear)  Cover dressing is also required (D 2).
· Right leg, badly bruised & swollen right ankle (broken).
· Support should not be broken.

· Splint should go past patient’s knee to beyond the foot. (pg 391)  Should also recheck distal circulation. 
· Could also apply cold application or elevate.

· Left leg, broken lower leg, bones protruding.
· Bandage wound.  Cover dressing is also required (D 2).
· Support must not be broken.

· Splint must go past patient’s knee to beyond the foot. (pg 391)  Should also recheck distal circulation. 
· Left arm, 4” cut on left upper arm.
· This wound should have already been bandaged to control the bleeding.  Be sure that a cover dressing also gets applied (D 2).

· Left arm, 2” cut on left forearm.
· Bandage wound.  Cover dressing is also required (D 2).
· Left arm, dislocated ring finger.
· Support must not be broken.
· Splint must immobilize finger and should extend into palm or back of hand.  Should also recheck distal circulation. 
· Spinal Injury
· Support of head must not be broken.
· Cervical collar must be properly sized (E 2).

· Backboard must be tested. (E 11)

· Stretcher must be tested.  (F 1)

· Roll patient onto their right side (least injured side).  
(F 2)
· Basket sling should be applied (unconscious patient). 
(F 4)

· Shock

· Tight clothing must be loosened (neck, chest, and waistline) (C 1).

· Cover patient with blanket once on stretcher 
(C 2).

· Elevate feet end of stretcher (C 5).
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
