2007 Kansas Shoot – Out
Team Briefing
The Lost KC Mine is a single level, high grade Leaverite deposit mined with electrical equipment. The mine employees 23 miners, engineers, electricians, labors and mechanics. The mine works 2 twelve hours shift daily, with equal man power on each shift.
Today is Thursday May 24, 2007. The day shift started at 6:00 a.m. with 12 men on this shift. At approximately 8:07 a.m. eight men exited the mine via the #2 entry and stated that there was a lot of black heavy smoke in the mine. 

We have since monitored the exhaust at the #2 entry and have light smoke at the first crosscut inside the #2 entry. The fan is operational and guarded and located at the #1 entry. This fan is not reversible.
When you are ready we would like your team to explore and map all accessible areas of the mine, extinguish or seal all fires and account for all missing miners and rescue all live miners to the surface.
Captain get your team geared up and  into the mine very quickly, we are very concerned about the safety of our unaccounted for miners. 

Electrical power is on in the mine.

No explosives are stored in the mine. The magazines are located on the surface

This is not a gassy mine

The mine map is accurate

There are no other mines or oil or gas wells in the area.

Local, State and Federal Agencies have been notified and a back up team has just cleared security at the main gate. 

All the equipment you need is in the mine. 

As the team starts the clock give them this additional information.

The State of Kansas emergency division just called the mine and they have recorded a major seismic event at coordinates at or very close to our mine.
