TEAM BRIEFING JUDGE INSTRUCTIONS
1. The team briefing judge will introduce himself to the team.

2.
The briefing judge will provide the team with the following instructions:

Two things will happen before you move to the fresh air base.  First, you will be presented a narrative of the problem.  Then, you will be given a copy of the team briefing statement and mine information sheet.  You may study these documents and take notes but only questions about term definitions will be answered.  The briefing statement and mine information sheet will be collected from you after ten minutes.

3. The team will move to the fresh air base.  The #1 judge will be introduced as the mine manager and #1 judge.  The #1 judge will introduce the other judge to the team.  No work, including unloading the stretcher, may be done before the clock is started.  

4. The fresh air base attendant and the alternate will be isolated from visual contact with the field.  The fresh air base attendant and the alternate may communicate with the team and participate in decision making while the team is on the surface or underground.  
5. The clock will be started.  Then, the team captain and the fresh air base attendant will each be given a copy of the team briefing statement, mine information sheet, and team map.  The #1 judge should tell the team that questions will be answered only to the extent required by the rules and only after the clock is started.  The #1 judge should then answer such questions and those dealing with obvious conditions.  The fresh air base attendant may continue to study the map and documents while the team is underground.

6. After the clock is started, only the fresh air base attendant may replace a member that drops out.  After the clock is started, only five team members, the attendant and the alternate may work at the fresh air base and they may not speak to anyone except team members and judges.
7. After leaving the surface, the team may communicate only with the #1 judge and the fresh air base attendant via the communication system.

8. The fresh air base attendant will map the mine as the team explores.  This map will be judged and discounted just like the team map.
