MINE INFORMATION 

AIR LINES


There are no air lines underground.

BACKUP TEAM(S)

Backup teams have been notified and are en route.  The nearest backup team should be here by the time you go underground.

ELECTRICITY

A 4160-volt power cable runs down the #1 shaft to an underground transformer near the faces.  Electrical power to the mine is ON, locked and guarded.
EXPLOSIVES


Explosives are available and stored on the surface.

GAS



The LB #1 Mine is classified as category II-B Mine.  A domal salt mine where an outburst reportable under 57.22004(c)(1) has not occurred, but which has the potential for an outburst based on the history of the mine or geological area in which the mine is located..

GEOLOGY


The LB #1 Mine is located in a domal salt formation known locally as the New Iberia deposit.  All of the development work to date has a working height of 12 feet.

GUARDS


Guards have been placed at each mine shaft.  The mine fan is OFF and the only controls are on the surface and are locked and guarded.  Electrical power is ON, locked and guarded.
HOISTS


Permanent hoist installations are in place at two shafts.  Shaft #1 has the primary mine hoist with a 15-man cage.  Shaft #2 has the emergency hoist with an 5-man cage on top of the ore skip.  The #1 hoist is on release at the surface landing.  The #2 hoist skip is on release and is located near the bottom landing
MATERIALS


All materials to work the problem are located at the mine and are identified by placards.

MINE MAPS


The mine map is updated each month and was last updated on Friday; April 27, 2007.

MISCELLANEOUS

There are no refuge chambers in the mine but the shop has been designated as an area of safety.

NOTIFICATION

All federal, state, and local officials have been notified.

OTHER EQUIPMENT
There is a CO monitor located at the bottom landing of the #2 Exhaust Shaft.

OTHER MINES

There is one active mine located about one mile away.

PHONES


There are no phones available in the mine but each shift supervisor carries a radio.

ROOF SUPPORT

Mine roof is scaled with a non-permissible, diesel-powered mechanical scaling machine and bolted with 5-foot resin bolts.  Timbers are used only occasionally.

SHOP



An underground shop is located south of cross cut #1, entry #2.

SUPPLY HOUSE

There are tools and testing instruments in the warehouse located outside.  All materials and supplies needed to work the problem should be available in the mine.

VENTILATION

One 72-inch diameter Joy axi-vane fan exhausts 100,000 cfm out of the #2 shaft.  The fan is electric with a diesel-powered backup motor and is not reversible.  Permanent stoppings are constructed of solid concrete blocks that are dry stacked and plastered.  Temporary stoppings and check curtains are made from rolled brattice cloth.  .  

WATER


There has been no evidence of water in the mine except for the water that is used for dust control.

WATER LINES

There is a 6-inch fresh water line that runs down the #1 shaft then directly up entry #1.  

MINING EQUIPMENT
The mining equipment underground consists of the usual conventional mining equipment.  The mining equipment includes a Joy 14 BU loading machine, two portable hydraulic face drills, a battery powered ram car, a skid steer uni-loader and one shop-built mechanical scaling machine.

STORAGE AREAS

There are no flammable storage areas underground.
