2008 Northeast Mine Rescue – Solution to Station #2 Problem
1. The first priority is the laceration on the forearm. When direct pressure is applied you can tell the team the bleeding has stopped. Please see that they treat the injury according to the attached guidelines from the Brady Book (7th Edition)

2.  The second priority is the battery acid in the eyes. Please see the attached treatments. They must flush the eyes for 20 minutes, but as you know the problem will not take that long. So you need to tell them after they start that they have flushed the allotted time. Be consistent with each team on how long you let them flush.
3.  The third priority is the broken right leg. Treat according to established guidelines. (See attached sheets)
