Station # 1 Scenarios

Judge shall read this statement 
to each member before they start their skill
Sam Spade, Joe Jones, and you have just finished eating lunch. Sam and Joe get up and start walking down the drift to their drill rigs.  About 10 feet from the lunch table, Sam stopped, turned to Joe, and fell into Joes arms.  Joe carefully lowered Sam to the ground.  Joe then called for you and you responded.

Treat Sam Spade.

There is no time limit for this scenario.

(each team member will have drawn for a number and will know which skill in which to perform)

Judges Guidelines for CPR Scenario

· Some possible responses to team member’s questions.

· Team member’s initial contact with patient.
· Scene is safe.

· Patient is unconscious.

· Help has been called.

· You can not see anything in patient’s mouth.

· Patient is not breathing.

· Patient does not have a pulse.
· Team member will do CPR for 2 minutes (5 cycles of 30 & 2).
· Breaths do go in.

· Team member will reassess pulse.
· Patient does not have a pulse.
· Patient is not breathing.
· Team member will then continue CPR for 2 additional minutes  (5 cycles of 30 & 2)

· At the end of this set the team member may recheck the pulse.  If they do tell them that the patient has a pulse.

· If at the end of this set the team member then continues on to another set of 5 cycles, tell the team member that the patient has a pulse.
· Team member must then check breathing. (rule A-20)
· Patient is breathing.
Take notes on discounts or deficiencies but do not complete the discount card until all three team members have finished their scenarios.

Judges Guidelines
for Artificial Respirations Scenario

· Some possible responses to team member’s questions.

· Team member’s initial contact with patient.
· Scene is safe.

· Patient is unconscious.

· Help has been called.

· You can not see anything in patient’s mouth.

· Patient is not breathing.

· Patient does have a pulse.

· Team member will do AR for 1 minute (12 to 15 breaths per minute).

· Breaths do go in.

· Team member will reassess pulse.

· Patient does have a pulse.

· Patient is not breathing.

· Team member will then continue AR for 2 additional minutes  (12 to 15 breaths per minute)

· After 2 minutes, tell the team member that the patient is breathing. 

· Patient also has a pulse.

Take notes on discounts or deficiencies but do not complete the discount card until all three team members have finished their scenarios.

Judges Guidelines for
Foreign Body Obstructed Airway Unconscious Victim Scenario

· Some possible responses to team member’s questions.

· Team member’s initial contact with patient.

· Scene is safe.

· Patient is unconscious.

· Help has been called.

· You can not see anything in patient’s mouth.

· Patient is not breathing.

· Patient does have a pulse.

· Team member will attempt to give 2 initial breaths.

· Breaths do not go in.

· Team member will reposition head and attempt to give AR.

· Breaths do not go in.
· Team member will perform 8 cycles of 2 breaths and 5 abdominal thrusts.
· After each cycle of 5 abdominal thrusts, team member must open the mouth and look for object. (should only sweep mouth if object is seen)
· You can not see anything in patient’s mouth.

· After the 8th cycle when they look in the patient’s mouth.

· You do see something in the patient’s mouth.

· After the team member uses the cross finger technique to open the mouth and uses the finger sweep to remove the object.  They must assess for breathlessness and pulse.
· Patient is breathing.

· Patient has a pulse.
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
