 First Aid Station # 2 Scenario

Read this information prior to handing to team.
Start clock when this information is handed to team.

PROBLEM SCENERIO

Two miners had just dumped their loaded cars into the ore pass.  One of the boulders was too large and was wedged between two of the grizzly rails.  Rather than leave the area to find an aluminum scaling bar, one of the miners grabbed a drill steel that was lying next to the track and began prying the rock with it.   Suddenly, the rock rotated and the steel bar swung up striking the miner’s face.  He fell backward between two of the cars and tripped over the coupling landing on the walkway between the cars and the rib.  When he hit the ground, he landed on a section of angle iron that lacerated his right femoral artery and he severely struck his head on the rib.

When your team arrives, the miner is lying in the walkway and is conscious and combative and complaining of neck pain.  His face is covered with blood from his chin to his forehead and his nose is avulsed on the left side. 

Instructions:

All treatment and actions taken will be done with the supplies and equipment at hand.  No simulations of supplies or equipment will be allowed (except for simulation of oxygen administration by placing mask on victims face). 

Team members will verbally describe to the judges the action being taken.  If they aren’t verbalized, credit may not be given by the judges.

Treat and prepare for transportation by placing patient on stretcher.

You may ask judges questions regarding any conditions or situations that would ordinarily be observable in a real emergency situation.

Time will begin when you are handed this sheet.  

You will have 30 minutes to complete the problem.  You will also be given notice when they are two minutes away.
JUDGING GUIDELINES

· Some possible responses to team member’s questions.

· Team initial contact with patient.
· Scene is safe.

· Knowing that the patient tripped and fell.

· A team member should take support of the head immediately.
· Patient is conscious and complaining of severe neck pain.

· Patient will be somewhat combative.

· Help has been called.

· Profuse or life threatening bleeding should be checked for.

· Problem stated that patient has lacerated femoral artery.

· A team member should place hand over wound to attempt to control bleeding.  
· First bandage

· Wound is still bleeding.

· Second bandage

· Wound is still bleeding.

· Pressure point is compressed.

· Bleeding has stopped. 
· If pressure point is released.

· Bleeding has greatly slowed down, but is still bleeding.
· Once the secondary survey is completed the pressure point can be successfully released.
· Primary survey is now complete and at this time one team member is holding head support, one team member is holding the pressure point, and one team member will start on the secondary survey (bystanders can be used).

· As the secondary survey is carried out, the following injuries can be identified.
· Head, 
· lacerations to forehead and chin. 
·  (the ruling was that as long as the secondary survey continued then the injuries could be done as found and in any order 
· Nose avulsed from left side

· Neck (none observed)

· Chest, abdominal area, lower back, pelvic area, genital area (none observed)

· Right leg, Aterial bleed
· Left leg, (none observed)
· Right arm, (medical alert)
· Left arm, open fracture left radius 1” above wrist.
· Back surfaces (none observed)
· Secondary survey is now complete
· Head, pressure point on right upper leg, and left open fracture on radius will all have someone supporting or controlling bleeding. (3) (unless above injuries were treated)
· Nose avulsed from left side (pg 322) 
· Clear surface of wound
· Gently fold nose back to normal position
· Control bleeding with bulky pressure dressing.
· Cover dressing also needed
· Lacerations to forehead and chin.
· Bandage with compresses and cover dressing.
· Left radius, compound fracture, bones protruding.
· Bandage wound.  Cover dressing is also required (D 2).
· Support must not be broken.

· Splint must go past patient’s wrist to beyond the elbow. Should also recheck distal circulation (fingers). 
· Spinal/neck Injury
· Support of head must not be broken.
· Cervical collar must be properly sized (E 2).

· Backboard must be tested. (E 11)

· Stretcher must be tested.  (F 1)

· Roll patient onto left side (least injured side).  
(F 2)
· Shock

· Tight clothing must be loosened (neck, chest, and waistline) (C 1).

· Cover patient with blanket once on stretcher 
(C 2).

· Leave patient level.
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
