Team Briefing Statement
The Wylie Coyote Mine is a single level shale mine. The mine is accessed by a single adit with an intake raise/escapeway  to the surface.  The shale is mined with mechanical equipment in the room and pillar method.
The day shift commenced work at 0600 with a crew of 10 miners. Work was conducted in several areas of the mine.

At 1002 three of the miners came out of the mine and stated that the back of the mine was filled with smoke. The remainders of the crew have not been accounted for.

At about 1013 the main electrical feeder breaker for the electrical system underground disconnected. The electrician attempted to reset the circuit but it keeps kicking out.

At about 1045 the main fan located by the #1 entry stalled. There is smoke coming out of the #1 adit. The ventilation engineer and mechanic and electrical crew are trying to determine what stalled the fan. We will keep you updated on both the electrical circuit and fan progress.

Our mine rescue teams have explored the mine to the current fresh air base. We would like you to explore, map, extinguish and or seal all fires, and find and bring our miners to the surface. 

Additional Information:

The mine map is the latest update.

The mine fan is guarded

The mine electrical is guarded

All materials you will need during the problem are either in the mine or at the fresh air base.

The mine is typically a dry mine

The mine is not gassy

Ground support is mostly rock bolts and mats. 

A back up team has arrived at the mine

All local, state and federal agencies have been notified and are on site. MSHA has issued a 103K order. 
There are no explosive materials stored in this area of the mine.

There is no additional information available at this time.

When you arrive at the fresh air base and check in with the mine manager you will receive a copy of this briefing statement and two copies of the mine map after you start the clock. You will have 90 minutes to complete the problem. The No. 1 judge will advise you when you have 5 minutes left of the total time.

The mine manager is the only authorized person at the mine who is able to provide any additional information during the problem. All work activity shall be approved by the mine manager.
