Injuries & expected treatments:
Arterial bleed-right upper extremity; Direct pressure and elevation will not stop the bleeding. The brachial pressure point should be used to stop the bleeding. When the team member uses direct pressure on the brachial pressure point, tell him/her the bleeding is controlled. Dressing the wound should include a roller bandage. Brady 8th, pg. 313
Evisceration-Open wound to the abdomen; Flex the patient’s legs and support them with pillow or a rolled blanket. Do not touch exposed internal organs. Cover them with an occlusive dressing. Maintain warmth to the organ by placing a dressings or a towel over the occlusive dressing. Some EMS systems allow moist sterile dressing in place of occlusive dressings. Brady 8th, pg. 353
Closed fracture-right wrist; The extremity should be splinted with a padded or soft splint. Place a roller pad in the hand to maintain position of function. Firmly secure the splint with cravats or roller bandages, leaving fingertips exposed to monitor circulation. Apply a cold pack to reduce pain and swelling. Always check distal circulation, sensation and movement before and after splinting.  Brady 8th, pg. 383
Abrasions-facial injuries; Bleeding is controlled by direct pressure, taking care not to press too hard. Apply dry sterile dressings and bandages. Brady 8th, pg. 340
