Judges please read to the team:
Welcome to the 2010 [contest name here]Mine Rescue First Aid competition. This station is Patient Assessment, Control of Bleeding, Shock, Wounds, Burns & Scalds, Musculoskeletal Injuries, and Transportation.

There is a 20 minute time limit to complete the problem. We will not stop the clock but will record the total time when you complete the problem. There is no 5 minute warning. 
The clock will start when we hand you the scenario. You can keep it while you work the problem but you must return it when you are done. 

Speak up and verbalize to the judges all you are doing to ensure it is acknowledged

There will be no simulations including bandaging or splinting with the exception of oxygen, (to tank required and no mask placed on the patient’s face)

There is no one available to assist you. EMS is on the way and requests you transport the patient to the surface. 

No lifting the patient; when packaged and ready for transport, tell us and we will stop the clock.

Relax, enjoy and learn from the experience. We hope to see you at National’s in Reno this July.
