Mine Managers Statement
Bloody Knuckle Mine

Thanks for responding to our call for help.

We have three miners missing on the 1500 level and smoke coming out of the shaft.

One miner called and said he made it to the bottom of the ramp from the 1000 foot level in fresh air and was turned around by smoke. He said he was safely barricaded in then we lost phone communications with him.

MSHA and the State Mine Inspector have been called and they are on their way. They have authorized the use of qualified mine rescue teams to enter the mine for rescue purposes.

An incline ramp from the 1500 level to the 500 level was going to be finished today but I don’t know what held things up. If they had broke through the ventilation would be coming out on the 500 level and that is not happening. 
Both surface fans are running and are reversible. We have no idea if the booster fans underground are on or off. They are controlled at the fans and can be reversed if needed.

Everything you need is either on the surface or underground.

We need you to explore the entire mine, find and extinguish the fire, locate and bring all live miners to the surface.

A fully trained and qualified mine rescue team is here to back you up.
