	Inspect UTV before each use

	Check for obstacles before operating in a new area

	Always wear the seatbelts provided

	Wear proper PPE including:
· Hard hat
· Eye and hand protection
· Over the ankle boots
· Long pants
· Long sleeve work shirt

	7
	Always use the doors and keep them closed while operating the UTV/ATV

	8
	Keep both hands on the wheel; keep feet, legs, hands and arms inside the UTV 

	9
	Never operate at excessive speeds

	10
	Travel at speeds proper for the terrain, visibility, condition and experience

	11
	Use caution on slopes, when braking on hills and during turns to reduce the risk of tip over

	12
	Move slowly and be sure that there are no obstacles when backing up

	13
	Do not make sudden stops or abruptly change directions

	14
	Never exceed the manufacturer’s passenger seating capacity

	15
	Be sure loads are balanced and secure – DO NOT EXCEED WEIGHT LIMIT

	16
	Never operate in fast moving water – wet brakes may reduce stopping power

	17
	Use parking break when parked

	18
	Remove ignition key to prevent unauthorized use

	Zero tolerance for horseplay or reckless driving
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
