1. Contact information for trainer and/or captain: location address, city and state of station, zip, phone and sponsoring mine or organization
2. Team Composition including when the team was established, number of members, their average age, experience in mining and on a MRT or FB team, turnover, absenteeism, number of new members (1 year or less experience), 

3. Number of and names of mines covered now and the plan for coverage after February 8, 2009.  What is the typical or range of entry heights and sizes of the mines served?  Do you cover M/NM or stone mines as well as coal mines?
4. Team training schedule (number of days per year in team training and number of days per year in contest training).  Method of conducting training, facilities used, hours/days in classroom, in smoke, doing recovery work, or underground in the mine.  
5. Please explain if your facilities or for-hire facilities you use are adequate for the training you need?  Would you use a local (within 2 hours drive) or regional training center if it was within one day drive away?  
6. Do you conduct fire fighting training such as with foam, fire hose, hands-on fire extinguisher, using propane, liquid fuel, wood or conveyor belt fires?
7. How many times have you conducted training for mine managers, corporate leaders and safety supervisors who could be called upon to participate in the Incident Command Center?  Were agency representatives involved in planning or observing or evaluating the exercise?
8. Do you compete in mine rescue contests now?  How will you meet the minimum two contest participation requirement in the new MRT Training Regulation of 2/8/08?  
9. what equipment do you use such as apparatus (BioMarine or Dreager), communications link to FAB, thermal imaging cameras, foam machine
