They travoled Shrough the sffested ares into the twmel and explovel as far
an it inside turnoub Whioh is located inside of telephons merked “H"; also
180 Bolton's snd Percy's Headings, discovering @ lavge mmber of doad bodles
1ying along the heulage rosd. They retwned $o the surfaoe end reported
the gonditions te the ei’!’miam on the cutside stating that in t_hair epinion
without the least doubt 1% would bo imposaible for any persos to de uﬂm
on the ineide of the fire ares at that time. Preparations were lmmediabely
uade for ¥4e removal of the bodies end alge fores of competent men Was
sulested to do this wrk.

of the hoisting shatt sud seversl Sorps Wore engaged in sarrying the bodies
from the foot of the shaft to the morgue on the surfose, Here relatives

and friends 1dextificd the bodles znd turned them ovor $0 thelr sslected
undertakert,

fhe wark of bringing the dead %o the sarfees was combimued withoud
inyerruption wll 3 P. M, Spril 8%, vhen the ressins of the last person
was roported ond, mubering 72 parsong, mé had lost their livoes by this
fire, Adding vo thiw the death of Jos. B, Evans, Pors-an of Fed:ral
'Roscus Gar 41, makes & Sotal of 75 deaths.

Pdasibly the driver hoys, ore of whom is said to be vory forward, after

e thoory that tie “Hight Bewk" lanp explolsd and caused the fire, has
beon advanoed and the Corcoer's Jury soums $o lsy pavtioulsr stress on this,
m we ooald noi £find evidense of this fmmra, &8 wo hald this point in
wind and palid Mm&w atmtian to the sonditions in this respest.

If sonditions in this mimi%lgﬁ similay to ponditions noted inm other
engine rooms examinad, the oll scaked flovr dry and hested frem the steam

started the flumes wers raa‘&ily ferned into serious proportione by the strong
air eurrond sirculating thyough the engine room sol alomg the passing branoh,

As indicsted om the Attached Wlus prist the fire extended from ¥ie
engine roum through the oross out %o the passing breneh and slomg the sams,
burning gers axd tioders for a distance of 300 feet, Pesthering ok in
forked bongus at the Junstiom of the sbhaft level and twmwl rosds, and
extending into both roads for & distsnce of 76 foet,

As indicated on print the fire doveloped slong Whe sauth rib aml in

the oeuber of bmmh,uaﬁmhto&iy dus to the oars beilng om the track next

The enpine room 18 losated off the wmein intake aly ecuree mt 1ts suotion
would wndoubtedly draw ami&mﬁle smoke into ihe workings and over the mam,
working 1n the Hast Slage. The losablon of this room would permit & ready
provision %o 21le% the gurrent $0 suter the melin reburn alr course, providing
the docrs iu reer ¢f cuglap room wors oponed jumedistely after the diassovery
of fire.

Such an arramgenen$, Wnfortunately, would bave been absolubely lmpossible -
in the case of the North Slope eugine roum fire.
